Folk and Traditional Arts – Apprenticeships

Apprenticeships in Traditional Arts only fund living artistic traditions. The art form must be

part of the contemporary life of citizens residing in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

An apprenticeship is a partnership between a master traditional artist (recognized as a mas-

ter by his/her cultural community) and a qualified apprentice (an individual with demonstra-

ble skills in the master’s art form). Most apprenticeships take place between one master and

one apprentice; however, other arrangements may be made if more appropriate to certain

art forms or cultural traditions. 

The strongest applications are those where the master and the apprentice share a cultural

community and both are fully involved in the planning process, including the development

of a coherent and realistic study plan. The funded partnership enables a master to train the

apprentice in more advanced techniques or repertoire.

Eligibility

An Apprentice(s) must:

• Be a Pennsylvania resident during the last two (2) years;

• Demonstrate ability in the basic skills of the specific tradition of the apprenticeship (an

apprentice should not be a beginner); and

• Show a commitment to the art form beyond the end of the apprenticeship period.

NOTE: Applications involving artists who are minors must include a letter from their parent

or legal guardian indicating their approval of the application and proposed work plan.

A Master must:

• Have attained excellence within his or her artistic tradition and 

• Be recognized as such by members of his or her community. 

Preference is given to apprenticeships with a Pennsylvania master, but masters from outside

the state may be sought if no master in the tradition is available within the apprentice’s

region.

Apprenticeships in folk arts that have only a few remaining master practitioners are especial-

ly encouraged.

What the Program Does Not Fund

The program does NOT support apprenticeships that involve:

• Staged productions or representations of historical folk arts;

• Reproductions of historical objects that are no longer in use; or
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• Production or marketing of crafts and other forms that are not part of the living heritage

of particular communities. 

Funding

Applicants may request up to $4,000 without matching requirements. 

Funds may be used for:

• Compensation for a Master artist’s teaching time;

• Travel expenses for the master artist or apprentice; and/or 

• Purchase of supplies needed for the apprenticeship, but not capital expenditures costing

more than $500 per item (you may include photographic film and video and audiotape

for recording your sessions).

NOTE: In order to increase the public access to folk and traditional arts, applicants may

request up to ten percent (10%) of the total budget to help defray the costs of public pre-

sentations or exhibits that showcase their work.

Review Criteria

The review panel uses four criteria to assess the applications. These criteria are:

• Cultural background, training, technical ability, and knowledge of the art form of the

proposed master; 

• Cultural background, level of skill, and commitment to the art form of the proposed

apprentice(s);

• Quality of the work plan, including appropriateness of proposed goals, learning

approach, and schedule; and

• Prospective impact of the apprenticeship on the preservation and development of the

art form within the cultural community.

Applications for second-year apprenticeships must demonstrate what the apprentice learned

in the first year, as well as clearly define what new skills or repertoire will be learned in the

second year.

Application Preparation

1. Complete the Apprenticeship Application, pages 1 and 2 of the application. Submit

three (3) copies of the forms with original signatures.

2. Complete the Apprenticeship Budget, page 3 of application. Submit three (3) copies.

3. FOR BOTH MASTER AND APPRENTICE: Complete the Description of Work Samples,

pages 4 and 5 of the application form. Include one (1) copy per master artist and

apprentice. IN THIS ORDER, list the following information for each work sample:

a. For Video or Audio Work Samples:

• Title of Work(s);

• Item number within the recording medium;
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• Length of work(s); 

• Place(s) recorded; 

• Date(s) completed;

• Applicant’s role in the development of the work(s);

If you have

worked together previously, describe how. Why do you want to work with this artist?

d. Describe what you hope to accomplish with the apprenticeship. What would be a

good indicator that this has been a successful partnership? What do you hope will be

the long-term impact of this apprenticeship on your community?

6. FOR BOTH MASTER AND APPRENTICE: Submit a one to two-page resume or biogra-

phy that details their artistic training, experience, and work. Include one (1) copy per

master artist and apprentice.

a. For Performing Artists: Submit two (2) copies of two live performances completed

after 8/1/2002.
