
The Pennsylvania Council on the Arts has announced the recipients of its 2009 Folk & 
Traditional Arts Fellowship and Apprenticeship awards. Administered by the Institute for 
Cultural Partnerships, the Fellowship awards of $5000 honor and recognize excellent 
practitioners of traditional performing arts and crafts who are known as masters within their 
community and have made outstanding contributions to the preservation and development of 
their art.  The Apprenticeship awards of up to $4,000 enable a master to work closely with an 
apprentice to teach more advanced techniques or repertoire of a traditional artform. This year's 
Apprenticeship awards went to fourteen master/apprentice partnerships from across the state.
